The start
of each year inspires us to improve our lives.  The good news about resolutions is that we
get to make new ones each year.  It's even better if you can keep the good ones from the past
year.  Write your goals down, then write down in concrete terms exactly what it would take
for you to reach each one.

Premiums are
low for children and this low premium can often be maintained throughout their lives.
Buying life insurance is an easy way to protect your family after you're gone. All life
insurance policies are not the same. Some give coverage for your lifetime and others cover
you for a specific number of years. Some build cash values and others do not. Some policies
combine different kinds of insurance, and others let you change from one kind of insurance
to another. Decide how much you need, for how long, and what you can afford to pay. Learn
what kinds of policies will provide what you need and pick the one that is best for you. If
you know what to look for, you can get great coverage at a price you can afford. Contact the
PRCUA qualified deputies (insurance agents) or our satellite or home office and we will help
you obtain the insurance coverage that is best for you and your family. Make it a new year's
resolution to think carefully about what life insurance you need and act before it is too late.
